
OFICIAL RULES FOR THE NIKE “CRUCE DE CHILE 2011” COMPETITION 
 
For the second year in a row, on October 22nd and 23rd the Nike “Cruce de Chile 2011” 
challenge, which is the only foot race for running teams performed in this country as a relay 
race, will come to life crossing the width of Chile from the mountains to the sea. The event will 
call on those driven by the spirit of team running in a natural environment, starting off in the 
snow of the high mountains and finishing in Viña del Mar. The competition brings together 30 
teams of 8 members each, including at least two females. Each competitor must cover a 
minimum of 4 sections, of approximately 10kms each.  
 
The more than 300 km that will make up the Nike “Cruce de Chile” Competition is a very 
technical route, combining urban and rural areas, different climates, terrains, altitudes and 
surfaces, and adding in 2011 a cross country element to the surfaces that the runners will have 
to face throughout the whole journey. Los Andes, San Felipe, Putaendo, Cabildo, La Ligua, 
Papudo, Zapallar, Cachagua, Maitencillo, Quintero, Ritoque, Concón and Viña del Mar are some 
of the destinations the competitors will pass through on their route.  
 
GENERAL RULES 
 
Article 1.- The management reserves the right to make changes to the current document, 
always informing the running teams about modifications in a timely manner.  
 
Article 2.- All competitors must respect the official itinerary and timing of the race, which will be 
handed to the team captains together with the competition kit.  
 
Article 3.- The registration steps are the following:  
 

1. Applications: Applications will be received between June 27th and July 23rd  2011. 
 

2. Selection: The selection of the 30 finalist teams that will participate in the competition 
will be on July 16th.  

 
3. Payment and confirmation: for general entry, selected teams resident in Chile must pay 

CL$960.000, and foreign teams USD$2,000. If a team wishes to include sponsors on the 
race t-shirt, this will carry an additional cost of CL$2.500.000 for domestic teams, and 
USD$5,000 for foreign teams. they will be informed of the delineated format in which to 
include the logo. With this purpose, the teams will receive a template of the t-shirt 
showing a limited space to include the logo. The sponsoring brands will be evaluated by 
Nike for their approval. The sponsors’ logos must be submitted in a digitally editable 
format (the timing will be indicated ahead in this document.)  

 
APPLICATION 
 
Article 4.- There will be thirty (30) vacancies available for eligible teams. 
 
Article 5.- Each team will be composed of eight (8) runners and four (4) substitute runners. At 
least 2 official runners and 2 substitute runners must be women. All competitors must be of age 
at the time of the competition (18 years old or older).  



The substitute runners will be able to replace any of the official team members up to forty eight 
(48) hours BEFORE the start, respecting that the female members must be replaced by runners 
of the same sex, wearing the T shirt of the runner who quitted. This change must be authorized 
by medical certificate.  
 
It is not allowed to replace the official racers during the competition. If someone is injured, the 
team will continue with fewer participants, and another team member will have to cover the 
remaining sections of the injured team member, and then run his own leg according to the pre 
established turns. Fr future sections, the turns remain in the original order. Any changes to the 
original order of turns leads to the team’s immediate disqualification.  
 
Article 6.- Team Captain: each team must have one (1) captain, who will be the only member to 
present complaints or doubts, to be part of the technical briefings previous to the competition, 
and to work as a means of communication between the event management and the team 
members.  The contact phone number for the team will be the captain’s, so it is his/her 
responsibility to check that it is correct. Each team must appoint a substitute captain in case the 
former can not continue with the competition. Any of the eight members or the team helper 
may replace the team’s captain. 
 
Article 7.- Submissions will be received between June 27th at 00:01 hrs and Monday July 23th 
23:59 hrs of the current year. Submission forms after this deadline will not be accepted. 
 
Article 8.- Only one submission must be entered per team, using the “Team Submission Form” 
available on the event website www.crucedechile.cl. This form requests information on the 
competitors’ identification, picture, and t-shirt size, but also asks them to certify their 
participation in at least two (2) chip-timed competitions between 2010 and 2011 of over ten 
kilometers (10 Km). The management reserves the right to evaluate the applying runners by 
means of a timed test if necessary. The form must clearly indicate the name of the team captain 
and the team headquarters address, since on the day of the event, a designated van will pick up 
the participants at the above mentioned headquarters (only in Santiago).  
 
Additionally, at the first briefing the team must submit a chart with an estimated time for race 
completion, indicating the timing of each participant every 10 kms (ten kilometers), taking as a 
baseline the actual current timing for each runner to cover a 10 km distance under regular 
conditions. The management will corroborate the submitted information, and if there is any 
inconsistency found, the data must be rectified. The competitors’ individual timing must not 
exceed 60 minutes/10 kms. 
 
Article 9.- The “Team Submission Form” must be filled out completely with the required data, 
including the participant’s picture. It is the team members’ responsibility to validate the data 
before the deadline. The competition management will confirm receiving the form by e-mail to 
the team captain. If the captain does not receive this e-mail, he must inform the production 
team in a timely manner at info@crucedechile.cl  
 
Article 10.- Team Health Certificate: Each team must submit a group health certificate signed by 
a certificated doctor, stating that all team members are in physical condition to participate in 
the “Nike Cruce de Chile, Edición 2011” Competition. This document will be required from the 
selected teams, and must state clearly that an Exercise Stress Test and an electrocardiogram 
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was performed to each of the participants on the group list. The team certificate must be 
submitted at the second briefing together with the liability waiver. The Team Health Certificate 
does not exclude the possibility to present a personal Health Certificate. 
  
Article 11.- Liability waiver: All of the members must sign the Liability Waiver available in 
attachment number two (2). This form must be submitted together with the Health Certificate 
at the second briefing. At that time the Liability Waiver will be done as a team, so that all 
members must declare on the same form the release from responsibility of all the organizations 
mentioned therein.  
 
SELECTION 
 
Article 12.- The Event Management reserves the right to select the entrants, using as a criteria 
the total timing of the team (in order to be selected, it is not recommended for the team 
projected time to exceed 6,5 hours for 80 km), individual timing (runners exceeding 60 
min/10Km will not be accepted), the experience and age of the participants. Additionally, Nike 
Chile reserves the right to select a team by different criteria than those contained in these 
General Rules.  
 
Article 13.- There will be a selection committee to apply the above mentioned criteria.  
 
Article 14.- Once the management has gone through the applications, it will select the teams 
that best comply with the above mentioned criteria. On July twenty-ninth (29th) an e-mail 
message will inform the team captains of the first thirty (30) teams which have been selected to 
participate in the Nike “Cruce de Chile 2011”. 
  
PAYMENT AND CONFIRMATION 
 
Article 15.- Once the Captain has been informed of his team’s selection, he/she will have a 
deadline of until August 8th at 24:00 hrs to make use of their space by paying the entry fee and 
sending proof of payment to info@crucedechile.cl. After this deadline, the vacancy will be freed 
and made available for the next team designated by the committee.  
 
Article 16.- The entry fee for teams resident in Chile is CL$960.000, and USD$ 2,000 for foreign 
teams, which must be paid to  Meta Proyectos S.A.’s checking account:

The payment is non-refundable under any circumstances.  
 
Article 17.- The participation of both the participant and the team is non transferable. This 
means that once the final list has been published, it cannot be changed. You can only make use 
of the reserve members in the same order they are entered in the list and up to twenty four (24) 
hours before the start. 



 
Article 18.- The team will be properly registered once it has: 
 
i) submitted the “Team Submission Form” through the website,   
ii) submitted the “Team Captain Form” through the website, 
iii) submitted the Team Health Certificate identifying each of the Team Members (2nd briefing),  
iv) submitted the Liability Waiver signed by all the team members (2nd briefing),  
v) successfully paid the entry within the designated period, and  
vi) received a written or e-mailed confirmation of the team’s participation from the competition 
management. This e-mail will be sent by the management after the second technical briefing, 
once the team has completed all the above mentioned stages. In this opportunity, a scanned 
certified letter will be e-mailed to the team’s captain as a proof of payment and as a certificate 
of the team’s participation in the competition. The team’s captain may ask for the original copy 
of this document at the Meta Producciones office. 
 
TECHNICAL BRIEFINGS 
 
Article 19.- Two (2) technical briefings with mandatory attendance will be held for the team 
captains. It will be the captains' responsibility to share this information with all of their team 
members.  
 
1. First Briefing: Will take place on Tuesday August 15th 2011 at 9:00 am at the Nike Chile Head 
Office (Isidora Goyenechea 3305, Las Condes, Santiago). This first briefing will explain the route, 
the terrain characteristics, security and services available at the event. They will also receive 
templates to be filled with the team’s logo for the branding of the vehicles arranged by the 
management (Van), and the template for the logo/isotype for the teams who want to include a 
paid sponsor on their t-shirts. The branding and t-shirt template must be turned in by the teams 
to the management at the second briefing in a digitally editable format. 
 
Additionally, the t-shirt size for the participants will be confirmed and will not be modified 
afterward.  If the team wishes to use a paid sponsorship for their competition t-shirt, it would 
carry an additional cost of CL$2.000.000 (USD$ 4,000) per team. If one of the team captains (or 
a replacement representative designated 24 hrs in advance to info@crucedechile.cl,) does not 
attend this briefing, his team will automatically receive a penalty of thirty (30) additional 
minutes to their final time.

2. Second Briefing: Will take place on Thursday September 7th 2011 at 9:00 am, at the Nike Chile 
Head Office. This briefing’s goal is to coordinate the last details for the competition and to 
answer the teams’ questions. For this purpose, the captains will be allowed to ask a maximum of 
fifteen (15) questions related to the competition together in one (1) e-mail addressed to 
info@crucedechile.cl. This e-mail must be sent five days before the second technical briefing, 
otherwise they will not be considered. If the captain does not attend or declines to participate, 
he/she will not receive a refund. 
 
Moreover at this same briefing on August 25th, the teams represented by their captains must 
submit the final template with the design of the team’s logo for the van’s signage in a digitally 
editable format, plus the design of the t-shirts of the teams which will include a sponsor, also in 
a digitally editable format, within the limits established by the production management.  
 
It is strongly recommended for the teams to perform a reconnaissance of the complete course 
before the competition. They must remember that it may have suffered changes since previous 
races both on the route and on the relay points.  
 
The deadline for the final list of competitors by team and by course section, without exception, 
will be August 15th 2011. Any modifications must be included before September 7th.  
 



ELEMENTS FOR THE COMPETITION 
 
Article 20.- The mandatory competition kit consists of:  
 
1. Chip – Relay wristband: Each team member will receive a personalized, non transferable 
competition chip. They will also receive a relay wristband to be sure the relays have actually 
happened.  It must be passed from one runner to the next as they complete each leg of the 
competition, or in case they are replaced due to injury (explained in Article 30 and Article 31.) 
 
It is the racer’s responsibility to mark the end of the corresponding leg by crossing the timing 
mat, waiting for the (immediate) confirmation from the clearly identified staff in charge of 
competition timing. The chip must be carried throughout the whole competition.  
 
2. Clothing: An official technical running t-shirt must be worn at all times. Taking into account 
which sizes have been chosen previously, each runner will receive a long and a short sleeve 
shirt.  
 
*The use of the official shirt is mandatory during the competition since it shows the 
competitor’s number and leg turns. However, any shirt can be used at the podium as long as it is 
not contrary to the competition’s spirit of sportsmanship (insults, obscene language or images, 
flags, signs, etc).  
 
3. Points marked on the route for GPS: The competitors will receive an e-mail containing two 
files in GDB format to be used in a GPS device if the team has one, and another one to be seen 
with Google Earth®. 
 
4. Road Book: Every team will receive a Road Book of the course containing important points, 
danger areas, bends, detours, etc.  
 
*The use of the official shirt is mandatory during the competition since it shows the 
competitor’s number. However, any shirt can be used at the podium as long as it is not contrary 
to the competition’s spirit of sportsmanship (insults, obscene language or images, flags, signs, 
etc).  
 
Article 21.- In addition to the equipment provided by event management, the competitors must 
present the following:   
 
1. Sport shoes suitable for a running competition of this type. 
 
2. A LED light approved by management, with spare batteries for the light and reflective 
material for the nighttime section. At least two (2) lights will be required per team.  
 
3. A First-Aid kit: It is mandatory for the team to present a first-aid kit containing a least the 
following:  
 
i) Gauze. 
ii) Saline solution. 
iii) Alcohol. 



iv) Sterile gloves. 
v) Splints (basic kit). 
 
These elements will be checked by management. If a team does not have them, it will not 
compete.  
 
4.  If the team has decided not to have sponsorship on their t-shirts, they cannot be altered in 
any way (logos, sponsorship, names, greetings, etc.), on the contrary the team will be 
automatically disqualified.   
 
 
 
Article 22.- Elements provided by the management:  
 
1. Team Van: An SUV with a driver and a race marshal will be provided for each team. This will 
be the only transport allowed for the participants along the route. A third party who is not 
approved by the management cannot by any means follow the van. These kind of actions could 
cause traffic jams on the route and the team’s disqualification.  
 
2. Safety – Motorcycle Escort: Management will provide a motorcycle driven by a marshal who 
will escort, give instructions to and guide the runner and inform the management, the medical 
team and the SUV of any possible problems on the route if extremely necessary, since it is the 
runner{s responsibility to know the established route. He will be easily identifiable by visual 
signs and will be the only person authorized to tell the SUV to approach the competitor in case 
of emergency. The participants must follow instructions from the route marshal. 
 
Additionally and if asked by the team, the motorcycle driver could be in charge of giving 
hydration and energy bars to the runners on route. It is each team’s responsibility to supply the 
driver with the hydration and energy bars for each runner at each relay of the race.  
 
On the other hand, the management will have a marshals’ committee to supervise the correct 
behavior of the competing teams. This committee will go through the whole course together 
with the teams’ vans.  
 
Article 23.- Each team must have a helper to assist the team’s needs in the van and at the rest 
stops located at 100 Km, 200 Km and 300 Km from the start (reference distances). The helper 
must have first aid knowledge, and it is the team’s responsibility to confirm this.  
 
GENERAL CONSIDERATIONS 
 
Race Day 
 
Article 24.- The day of the competition –Saturday October 22nd 2011- will start with the vans 
picking up the teams at approximately 5:30 am at the previously coordinated addresses in 
Santiago. There will also be an option for the interested teams to spend the previous night at 
the Portillo Hotel. The prices will be given in the first briefing (arriving to Portillo will be the 
team’s responsibility, since the vans will arrive there on Saturday October 22nd .) 
 



Article 25.- All participants must be at the Start at Centro de Ski Portillo at 8:30am. For more 
details see “Competition Timing” given to the team captains after the second briefing.  
 
Competition Sections 
 
Article 26.- The relay only takes place once the previous runner has completed his leg,  marking 
the end of the section by crossing the timing mat and transferring his relay wristband (explained 
in Article 28.) 
 
Article 27.- Rest Stops: There will only be two (2) Rest Stops before the Finish Line. The rest 
stops' purpose is for the racers can recover, so they will include masseuses, hydration and 
supplies, showers, food, and everything necessary to get the competitor’s strength back. It 
should be considered that only one meal ration per racer will be provided at each rest stop.  
 
This stage of the race will last four (4) hours, and its start will be set by the arrival of the first 
runner of the competition at the rest stop. The competition’s management reserves the right to 
modify times between three and five hours. 
 
Two hours and 45 minutes after the arrival of the first runner at the rest stop, the van must 
depart for the next relay point leaving only the competitor who will start his leg once the rest 
period is over (3 hours after the arrival of the first runner at the rest stop). 
 
The teams arriving at the Rest Stop after the start will be disqualified. The 3 hour time limit from 
the arrival of the first runner at the resting area before the start can be modified by 
management.  This information would be provided at the Rest stop by the rest stop Manager on 
the official information board. 
 
Article 28.- The competition course is divided in thirty two (32) legs, which are divided and 
explained in the following chart (explained at the first technical briefing):

Article 29.- Each team will decide the shifts of its members. The starting order must be 
submitted to the management as a chart at the second technical briefing (on Thursday August 
25th 2011) to info@crucedechile.cl. These shifts will be respected throughout the competition, 
except for absences certified by a doctor up to 18 hours before the start, and/or replacements 
for certain legs in case an injury (previously certified) occurs during the race.  
 
For example, the runner that completes the first (1st) leg must (except in case of injury) run the 
ninth (9th) leg, the seventeenth (17th) leg and the twenty fifth (25th) leg of the competition.  
 
Article 30.- The slowest runner in the team according to the application chart will be the only 
competitor with a previously established order for his/her legs. These legs will be 7-15-23-31.  
 
Article 31.- Every competitor must complete at least four (4) legs of the race in the. This norm 
excludes a runner leaving the competition due to injury. 
 
Article 32.- If a participant is injured and can not finish his/her leg, he/she can be replaced by 
the runner that follows in the starting order, giving him/her the chip and the competition relay 
wristband. The team captain is required to provide the replacement information to the marshal 
controlling timekeeping, and to the management. If the injury is not confirmed or if it is not 
reported that the chip has been transferred for reasons beyond their control, the team will be 
automatically disqualified.  
 
Once a competitor has left the race, he/she cannot re-enter the race. He/She will receive a red 
bracelet indicating his/her condition, and will need to validate his/her situation every time the 
management requires it.  
 
Article 33.- The runner replacing the injured participant will complete in his partner’s leg, 
receiving the chip and relay wristband to mark the end of the section.  Afterward he will receive 
from the marshal a green bracelet that identifies him as a substitute. He will also have to run the 
following leg according to his shift in the team’s starting order (indicated in Article 28). 
 
Article 34.- The team’s starting order can only be modified when one of the team members has 
been injured. The legs each of the eight (8) competitors must run will vary, but not the order of 
the remaining runners. The runners will be compared with photo charts, which they must sign 
before their start.  
 
Article 35.- The minimum number of runners participating actively in the team is six (6). Any 
team with five (5) or less active members will be automatically disqualified.  
 
Article 36.- During the last hundred meters (100 mt) of the competition, the teams are allowed 
to run together with their last member on the course, allowing for active runners from other 
teams to pass. 
 
AWARDS 
Article 37.- Awards will be appointed as follows:  
 
1. General Award by Team: Only the teams with the top three (3) finish times in the 
competition will be considered, from the lowest to the highest.  



 
2. Meta Volante Award: Considers only the three (3) best times in the leg performed at “Arena 
de Ritoque” (Leg Number 30), from the lowest to the highest, rewarding only the best runner for 
that section (male and female). 
 
3. Meta Montaña Award: Will only consider the best three (3) times in the eleventh leg, from 
lowest to highest, rewarding only the best runner for that section (male and female).   
 
4. Meta Sprint Award: Considers only the best three (3) best times on the 21st leg, from lowest 
to highest, rewarding only the runner winning this section (male and female).    
 
5. Every team who completes the course will receive a Finisher's medal.  
 
Article 38.- When a team receives an award, the whole team must get on the podium, headed 
by the team captain.  
 
TEAM DISQUALIFICATION  
 
Article 39.- Every competitor must respect the code of conduct and safety rules, as well as the 
itinerary and the timing of the competition. Failure to comply with any one of the above entitles 
the management to disqualify the whole team.  
 
Article 40.- The race marshals at each stage have the authority to disqualify a team for rule 
violations (both motorcycle drivers and van drivers are part of the competition team of judges). 
 
BEHAVIOR AND SAFETY REGULATIONS  
 
Article 41.- Unsportsmanlike conduct, disrespect or insults to staff members or competitors, 
risks the immediate disqualification of the whole team. The management staff is entitled to 
apply their right immediately.  
 
Article 42.- No unsportsmanlike, offensive or risky behavior towards marshals or competitors 
will be allowed. This includes visual elements which are considered too suggestive, sexual, or 
containing improper language.  
 
Article 43.- Only the team captain is entitled to file complaints and/or questions.  These will be 
received by the marshals at the rest areas (Check point 100, 200 and Finish Line). The complaints 
must be in writing, and include a payment from the team’s captain to the event management of 
CL$50,000. If the management confirms and accepts the complaint, the money will be refunded. 
The complaints will be included in the Road Book.  
 
Article 44.- In order to assure the racers safety and the free flow of traffic, participants cannot 
be followed by any vehicles. Participants must keep to the shoulder and/or sidewalk at all times, 
except when they are told specifically by a management member to do differently.   
 
It is worth mentioning that in the Portillo/Los Andes section there is no shoulder, but you must 
still stay to the right side of the road. In this same stage (Portillo/Los Andes), there are areas 



covered by tunnels which accumulate carbon monoxide.  For this reason, where the tunnels 
have an service road, the runners must go by them to complete the route.  
 
We remind competitors that traffic will not be suspended, and consequently they must use the 
safest routes which will be indicated by management in the Road Book, GPS routing, and 
through visual signs, flags, motorcycle marshals, and identified competition staff.  
 
Article 45.- During the night section, racers must wear reflective equipment certified by the 
management, plus a working light. The night section goes between 6:00 P.M. and 07:00 A.M.  
 
Article 46.- The teams must use the designated areas for the purposes assigned by the 
management in the following description:  
 
1. Rest Areas: Areas for recovery and resting for the members of the team who are not 
competing. They will be located every one hundred kilometers (100 Km) approximately. 
 
If a team is found resting or sleeping in an area for other purposes (such as the course, exchange 
areas, etc.), it will be automatically disqualified. We remind you that the competitors are not to 
be transported in any vehicles beside the van appointed by the management.   
 
2. Exchange Parking Lots: Parking lots where teams wait for competitors finishing their leg of 
the competition. These points will be properly identified.  
 
Article 47.- Each captain is responsible for his/her members showing up on time for their 
functions and performing their tasks. It is worth mentioning that the team must support the 
competition’s timing by trying to receive the finishing competitor as fast as possible, who may 
receive recovery treatment only inside the van or at rest areas.  
 
Article 48.- Between Portillo and Relay Point N°5 Amarillo Restaurant, van logistics will work 
differently. There will be 8 additional SUVs which will transport the runners of the first 4 relays, 
this is, the competitors running legs 2, 3, 4 and 5 must board these connection vans in Portillo to 
descend at the correspondent relay points (as explained in the following chart). It is each team’s 
exclusive responsibility that the competitors assigned for relays 2, 3, 4 and 5 (except the one 
starting at Portillo running Leg 1) to get on the corresponding van, and that the rest of the 
competitors get on the personalized van that transports the team throughout the competition. 
Each van will depart from the Portillo Area.

Article 49.- Alcohol and illegal drug consumption is strictly forbidden. Any participant caught 
under the effect of these substances will be disqualified together with his team.  
 
Article 50.- Audio equipment at low decibels is permitted, as long as it does not prevent the 
runner from hearing safety warnings. The marshal will check the volume by talking to the 
participant, leaving it to his/her judgment the confiscation of headphones or the disqualification 
of competitors.  
 
Article 51.- Any team starting the race before the established start, and/or any runners starting 
before the arrival of his/her partner will be disqualified. 
 
Article 52.- Extraordinarily unlikely times for ten kilometers (10 kms) –less than twenty six (26) 
minutes- will lead to disqualification.  
 
Article 53.- Teams finishing the whole course three (3) hours or more before the time described 
in their application will be disqualified.  
 
Article 54.- Participants reported to have thrown trash or waste material on the road, will be 
immediately disqualified. There will be chemical toilets (or similar) and waste baskets located at 
kilometers 49, 115, 168, 216, 259 and 314.  
 
Article 55.- Only staff authorized by management and properly identified will be allowed to 
follow the competitors.  
 
Article 56.- Any team members caught riding a bike or any vehicle in the timed section will lead 
to the immediate disqualification of the team.  
 
Article 57.- If a participant loses his/her timing chip, he/she will be penalized by registering the 
highest time obtained by a team in that section plus thirty (30) minutes. 
 
Article 58.- If somebody decides to change the runner in a certain leg (supplanting), the team 
will be automatically disqualified.   
 
Article 59.- Any actions considered dangerous or offensive by the marshals, and/or actions not 
considered beforehand, will be penalized by the marshal with time punishments. The section 
number and team will be identified, and the runner must inform the time staff about his 
situation at the following check point. With the second warning, the competitor will be 



disqualified together with his/her team. The penalized runners will register for that section their 
actual time plus thirty (30) minutes.  
 
Article 60.- If the participant does not inform the staff in charge about his/her time punishment, 
their team will be automatically disqualified, as well as in case he/she does not inform of an 
injury and runner replacement along the course.
